Kindergarten Round Up Begins!

New Year!  Are you a pig?  
Or, maybe you’re a snake, 
or a horse?  2008 is the 
year of the Rat!  What ani-
mal are you?  You can find 
out by logging onto 
www.ActivityVillage.co.uk 
and click on the informa-
tion about Chinese New 
Year.  The year you were 
born will help you to iden-
tify what animal you are.  
 The students in 
Multi-Cultural Club have 
introduced Chinese New 
Year to the school by offer-
ing a Chinese New Year 
coloring contest.  The en-
tries will be judged and a 
first, second and third place 

will be chosen.  Winners 
will be receiving a gift card 
to a local Chinese food res-
taurant.  Chinese New Year 
is the most important holi-
days for the Chinese.  It is a 
15-day celebration full of 
feasting with family, gift 
giving, fireworks and cele-
bration.  It begins on the 
first day of a new moon and 
ends with a full Moon on the 
day of the Lantern Festival.  
 The Chinese calen-
dar is based on the lunar 
calendar, so the start of each 
New Year changes.  The 
calendar is based off of a 12
-year pattern, and each of 
the years has an animal as-
sociated with it and con-

nected to the Chinese Zo-
diac.  Each animal has many 
characteristics that accom-
pany it.   

 The students at 
MJHS will be participating 
in a fun activity where they 
will be guessing (based on 
traits and the year of birth) 
what animal some of our 
teacher are.   Students in M-
Club will wrap up Chinese 
New Year by reading stories 
with the Little Indians about 
Chinese New Year and giv-
ing them each a “Year of the 
Rat” bookmark.
